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Health Law No. 36 year 2009 

Article 128  
(1)  Every infant shall have the right to be exclusively 

breastfed from birth for 6 (six) months, except on 
medical indications. 

(2) during breastfeeding, the family, Government, local 
government and community must fully support the 

mother’s infant by providing time and special 
facilities. 

(3)Providing special facilities as referred to in paragraph 
(2) shall be conducted at the workplace and public 

facility places.

Health Law No 36 year 2009 

Article 129 

(1)  The Government shall be responsible for
 stipulating policies in the framework of

 ensuring the right of infants to be
 exclusively breastfed. 

(2)   Further provisions as referred to in
 paragraph (1) shall be governed by

 Government Regulations.  



Health Law No 36 year 2009 

Article 200 

(1) Any person who deliberately 
hinders exclusive breastfeeding 
programs as referred to in Article 

128 paragraph (2) shall be 
sentenced to imprisonment for a 
maximum period of 1 (one) year 

and a fine of maximum amount of 
Rp.100.000.000,00 (one hundred 

million rupiah).  



Health Law  
No 36 year 2009 

Article 201 

(1)  In the case that criminal acts as  are
 committed by corporation, except
 imprisonment and fine against the
 management, the sentence that can be
 imposed on the corporation can take
 the form of fine with an aggravation of 3
 (three) times of the fine as referred to  

(2)  Other than fine as referred to in
 paragraph (1), corporation can be
 imposed with additional sentence in the
 form of:  

a.  Revocation of business permit; and or  
b.  Revocation of legal body status.
